KIRKCAMBECK IN ASKERTON TOWNSHIP 

Church:   

(founded before 1178) in 1777 was ruinous; an arch perhaps rebuilt from old material 

in 18th cent. (O.S. xii, 88) . The present church of St. Kentigern built a little to S. in 

1885. Graveslab of priest built into S. wall. The old church was St. Michael's  (Ecton, 

Thesaurus; 1763) . 

Motte : 

Site (?) of 12th cent. capital messuage at Howdale,  1/3 m  W. of church.
