(b) All Saints', Cockermouth, rebuilt 1710, 1852. Graveslab (N.S. xii, 87).

Cockermouth Castle, 13th cent.; hall 1360; partly in ruins. (W. Jackson and Canon Knowles,
0.S. v, 109; J. F. Curwen, N.S. xi, 129; Castles, 127).

Domestic:

(a) Old Hall, Cockermouth, rebuilt early 17th cent. The " closet where Mary Q. of Scots
slept " so called in error (J. H. Martindale, N.S. xi, 159).

(b) Huthwaite or Hewthwaite Hall, partly rebuilt by John Swinburn, 1583 (M. W. Taylor,
O.S. xii, 161; J. H. Martindale, N.S. xi, 163).

Old road: 1195 Cockermouth to Lorton, past " Cruce Sundwize," ? at cross road to Hundwith
Hill (W. P. Haskett-Smith,N.S. xxi, 156) .

Find: stone hammer, c. 1904, at Moorland Close, 1¥4 m. S.W. of Cockermouth (E. Jackson,
N.S. vi, 149)
