PONSONBY 

Earthwork : on Infell; oblong pele-garth, double rampart; well; mediæval  

(C. A. Parker, N.S. v, 145) 

Church, traces of 13th cent.; rebuilt 184o, restored 1874 (C.A. Parker, N.S. iii 394). Two 

graveslabs. Brass to Frances Patryckson, 1578. Monument to Curwen of Sella park, 

1653. Old glass from Dalegarth. Stump of churchyard cross (N.S. ix, 92) .
